Compensation of Workers in the Creative
Industries in Thailand

Abstract

This research aimed to study compensation of workers in the creative
industries in Thailand. This research used demographic-related data
collected from the National Statistical OFfice (NSO) in the Labor Force
Survey from 2012-2022, totaling 11 years with 10,711 observations.
Descriptive statistics and regression analysis were used to describe the
characteristics of labor compensation in the creative industry. The majority
of creative industry workers (98 percent) were private employees, worked
in the Creative Originals group, lived in the municipal area, had a primary
education level, were married and were female.

applied Mincer's (1974) wage model It was Found that factors that affect
labor compensation in creative industries in Thailand were gender, marital
status, household head status, educational level, work experience,

minimum wage rate, provincial GDP per capita, provincial consumer price
index, and urbanization. In addition, it was Found that only those working in
the Creative Goods/Products, Creative Content/Media, and Creative
Originals groups had average labor compensation that is 6.3 percent, 5.1
percent, and 2 percent higher than those working in other creative group,
respectively. By investing in education, developing the skills necessary for
workers in the creative industries was also essential for the country's
economic development.

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This study aimed to compare qualities of Thai scholarly journals with the criteria of the journal
selection and evaluation process to Science Citation Index Expanded (SCI-Expanded)
database by Thomson Reuters Corporation. The journal evaluation criteria include basic
Journal standards, Thomson Reuters's editorial content, international diversity, and the citation
analysis. In this work, 45 Thai journals in a list of approved national and international journals
by Office of the Higher Education Commission, were then compared with 10 international
journals indexed in the SCI-Expanded database. The comparison process followed the
Thomson Reuters journal selection criteria mentioned earlier. It was found that most of the
selected Thai journals were up to basic journal standards set by the Thomson Reuters.
However, the result showed that issues on international diversity criteria of most Thai journals
were lower diversity value than the journals in SCI-Expanded database. To further compare the
guality of the existing journals in SCI-Expanded database with those of the Thai journals
indexed in TCI database, the SCI-Expanded journal with lowest marks was identified. This
process was done by taking all SCI-Expanded journal selection criteria into account and made
the ranking of all journals indexed In the SCI-Expanded database in accordance with the SCI-
Expanded journal selection criteria. The marks of the lowest ranked journal werelthen used to
evaluate and identify the Thai journals that may hawve the similar marks. It was found that there
